To receive the co-contribution for 
the 2010/11 tax year, you must make a personal after tax super contribution before 30 June 2011. 
Most Mercy Super members can receive at least some co-contribution if your total income, 
less allowable business deductions, is less than $61,920 for the 2010/11 financial year. If this 
income is less than $31,920, the maximum co-contribution is $1,000.To find out if you are 
eligible*, and to calculate how much co-contribution you can receive, please refer to the 
table below or contact us on 1300 368 891.

Investment Update
Over the past year, investors have mainly been 
concerned with the sustainability of the economic 
recovery in the USA and Europe. More recently 
however, there appears to have been a general 
improvement in the growth prospects for the global 
economy as a whole. This has largely been driven by a 
recovery in consumer and business spending. During 
the remainder of calendar year 2011, global economic 
recovery is expected to consolidate and build on this 
recent improvement.
As noted by the International Monetary 
Fund (IMF) in their latest World Economic 
Outlook, the so-called ‘two-speed’ recovery 
continues. The IMF is forecasting overall 
world economic growth will average 4.4% in 
2011. There is however a marked difference 
between developed economies, which are 
likely to experience subdued growth of around 

2.5% during 2011 and 2012, and emerging 
economies, many of which are likely to enjoy 
much higher growth of around 6.5%.  
The Australian economy remains strong, with 
unemployment at 5.0% and forecast growth 
of around 3.0%. The Reserve Bank of Australia 
increased official interest rates by 1.0% to 4.75% 
during 2010 and further rises are expected later 
in 2011.
Key risks to the economic outlook include 
the ongoing instability in the Middle East 
and Northern Africa, the lingering European 
government debt crisis and concerns about 
how these governments will rebalance their 
budgets, and the rising inflationary pressures in 
emerging market economies.
